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1. WHAT INFORMATION DO WE COLLECT?

Personal information you disclose to us

In Short: We collect personal information that you provide to us.

We collect personal information that you voluntarily provide to us when you express an interest

in obtaining information about us or our products and Services, when you participate in



activities on the Services, or otherwise when you contact us. If you are required to register with
us to use certain of our Services, we may collect additional personal information, as voluntarily

provided by you, as part of the registration process.

Personal Information Provided by You. The personal information that we collect depends on
the context of your interactions with us and the Services, the choices you make, and the

products and features you use. The personal information we collect may include the following:

m  Your name
m  Your email address

m Other contact information that you voluntarily provide

Sensitive Information. Unless otherwise expressly set forth in this privacy notice, we do not
process sensitive information, and we do not want you to provide us with any sensitive
information. Unless otherwise expressly set forth herein, all information you provide us shall be

deemed to be non-confidential and non-proprietary.

Payment Data. If we offer any Services where we collect payment from you, we may collect data
necessary to process your payment, such as your payment instrument number (such as a credit
card number), and the security code associated with your payment instrument. In such event,

we shall designate the Vendor that we use to store and process such payment data.

All personal information that you provide to us must be true, complete, and accurate, and you

must notify us of any changes to such personal information.

Information automatically collected

In Short: Some information — such as your Internet Protocol (IP) address and/or browser and

device characteristics — may be collected automatically when you visit our Services.



We may automatically collect certain information when you visit, use, or navigate the Services.
This information does not reveal your specific identity (like your name or contact information)
but may include device and usage information, such as your IP address, browser and device
characteristics, operating system, language preferences, referring URLs, device name, country,
location, information about how and when you use our Services, and other technical
information. This information is primarily needed to maintain the security and operation of our

Services, and for our internal analytics and reporting purposes.

Information collected from other sources

2. HOW DO WE PROCESS YOUR INFORMATION?
In Short: We process your information to provide, improve, and administer our Services,

communicate with you, for security and fraud prevention, and to comply with law. We may also

process your information for other purposes with your consent.



We process your personal information for a variety of reasons, depending on how you interact

with our Services, including:

m To facilitate account creation and authentication and otherwise manage user accounts.
We may process your information so you can create and log in to your account, as well
as keep your account in working order.

m To deliver and facilitate delivery of services to the user. We may process your
information to provide you with the requested service.

m To respond to user inquiries/offer support to users. We may process your information
to respond to your inquiries and solve any potential issues you might have with the
requested service.

m To protect our Services. We may process your information as part of our efforts to keep
our Services safe and secure, including fraud monitoring and prevention.

m To identify usage trends. We may process information about how you use our Services
to better understand how they are being used so we can improve them.

m To save or protect an individual's vital interest. We may process your information when

3. WHAT LEGAL BASES DO WE RELY ON TO PROCESS YOUR INFORMATION?

In Short: We only process your personal information when we believe it is necessary and we have

a valid legal reason (i.e., legal basis) to do so under applicable law, like with your consent, to

comply with laws, to provide you with services to enter into or fulfill our contractual obligations, to

protect your rights, or to fulfill our legitimate business interests.

If you are located in the EU or UK, this section applies to you.

The General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) and UK GDPR require us to explain the valid

legal bases we rely on in order to process your personal information. As such, we may rely on

the following legal bases to process your personal information:

m Consent. We may process your information if you have given us permission (i.e.,

consent) to use your personal information for a specific purpose.

m Legal Obligations. We may process your information where we believe it is necessary
for compliance with our legal obligations, such as to cooperate with a law enforcement
body or regulatory agency, exercise or defend our legal rights, or disclose your
information as evidence in litigation in which we are involved.

m Vital Interests. We may process your information where we believe it is necessary to
protect your vital interests or the vital interests of a third party, such as situations

involving potential threats to the safety of any person.

In legal terms, we are generally the “data controller” under European data protection laws of the
personal information described in this privacy notice, since we determine the means and/or
purposes of the data processing we perform. This privacy notice does not apply to the personal
information we process as a “data processor” on behalf of our customers. In those situations,
the customer that we provide services to and with whom we have entered into a data
processing agreement is the “data controller” responsible for your personal information, and we
merely process your information on their behalf in accordance with your instructions. If you

m If the collection is solely for journalistic, artistic, or literary purposes

m If the information is publicly available and is specified by the regulations

4. WHEN AND WITH WHOM DO WE SHARE YOUR PERSONAL INFORMATION?

In Short: We may share information in specific situations described in this section and/or with the

following categories of third parties.

Vendors, Consultants, and Other Third-Party Service Providers. We may share your data with
third-party vendors, service providers, contractors, or agents (“third parties”) who perform
services for us or on our behalf and require access to such information to do that work. We
have contracts in place with our third parties, which are designed to help safeguard your
personal information. This means that they are not authorized to do anything with your personal
information unless we have instructed them to do it. The contract will also obligate them to not
share your personal information with any organization apart from us. They also commit to
protect the data they hold on our behalf and to retain it for the period we instruct.

We may share your information with our affiliates, in which case we will
require those affiliates to honor this privacy notice. Affiliates include our parent
company and any subsidiaries, joint venture partners, or other companies that we
control or that are under common control with us.

m Business Partners. We may share your information with our business partners to offer
you certain products, services, or promotions.

m Other Users. When you share personal information (for example, by posting comments,
contributions, or other content to the Services) or otherwise interact with public areas of
the Services, such personal information may be viewed by all users and may be publicly
made available outside the Services in perpetuity.

6. DO WE USE COOKIES AND OTHER TRACKING TECHNOLOGIES?

In Short: We may use cookies and other tracking technologies to collect and store your

information.

We may use cookies and similar tracking technologies (like web beacons and pixels) to access

or store information.

7. HOW DO WE HANDLE YOUR SOCIAL LOGINS?

In Short: We do not permit accessing our Services via social media logins.

8. IS YOUR INFORMATION TRANSFERRED INTERNATIONALLY?



In Short: We may transfer, store, and process your information in countries other than your own.

Our servers are located in the United States of America. If you are accessing our Services from
outside the United States of America, please be aware that your information may be transferred
to, stored, and processed by us in our facilities and by those third parties with whom we may
share your personal information (see "WHEN AND WITH WHOM DO WE SHARE YOUR

These clauses
require all recipients to protect all personal information that they process originating from the
EEA or UK in accordance with European data protection laws and regulations. We have
implemented similar appropriate safeguards with our third-party service providers and partners

and further details can be provided upon request.

9. HOW LONG DO WE KEEP YOUR INFORMATION?

In Short: We keep your information for as long as necessary to fulfill the purposes outlined in this

privacy notice unless otherwise required by law.

We only keep your personal information for as long as it is necessary for the purposes set out in
this privacy notice, unless a longer retention period is required or permitted by law (such as tax,

accounting, or other legal requirements).



When we have no ongoing legitimate business need to process your personal information, we
will either delete or anonymize such information, or, if this is not possible (for example, because
your personal information has been stored in backup archives), then we will use commercially
reasonable efforts to securely store your personal information and isolate it from any further

processing until deletion is possible.

10. HOW DO WE KEEP YOUR INFORMATION SAFE?

In Short: We aim to protect your personal information through a system of organizational and

technical security measures.

We have implemented commercially reasonable technical and organizational security measures
designed to protect the security of any personal information we process. However, despite our
safeguards and efforts to secure your information, no electronic transmission over the Internet
or information storage technology can be guaranteed to be 100% secure, so we cannot promise
or guarantee that hackers, cybercriminals, or other unauthorized third parties will not be able to
defeat our security and improperly collect, access, steal, or modify your information. Although
we will use such commercially reasonable efforts to protect your personal information,
transmission of personal information to and from our Services is solely at your own risk.

In accordance with applicable law, we are not obligated to provide or delete consumer
information that is de-identified in response to a consumer request or to re-identify individual

data to verify a consumer request.

Right to Non-Discrimination for the Exercise of a Consumer’s Privacy Rights

We will not discriminate against you if you exercise your privacy rights.

Right to Limit Use and Disclosure of Sensitive Personal Information

We do not process consumer’s sensitive personal information.

Verification process

Upon receiving your request, we will need to verify your identity to determine you are the same
person about whom we have the information in our system. These verification efforts require us
to ask you to provide information so that we can match it with information you have previously
provided us. For instance, depending on the type of request you submit, we may ask you to
provide certain information so that we can match the information you provide with the
information we already have on file, or we may contact you through a communication method
(e.g., phone or email) that you have previously provided to us. We may also use other

verification methods as the circumstances dictate.

We will only use personal information provided in your request to verify your identity or authority
to make the request. To the extent possible, we will avoid requesting additional information
from you for the purposes of verification. However, if we cannot verify your identity from the

information already maintained by us, we may request that you provide additional information



for the purposes of verifying your identity and for security or fraud-prevention purposes. We will

delete such additionally provided information as soon as we finish verifying you.

Other privacy rights

m You may object to the processing of your personal information.

m You can designate an authorized agent to make a request under the CCPA on your
behalf. We may deny a request from an authorized agent that does not submit proof that

Colorado Residents
